Design a page in which you will be placing an example of both a linked audio file and a link to an embedded audio file (using the sound file provided in the audio folder - Beethoven's Symphony No. 9.wma).  Based on the Beethoven file, you might want to consider using graphics related to the composer and/or that period in music history!

Linked file
This is a simple procedure – just link directly to the sound file.  When the visitor clicks on the link the audio file should automatically open in the Media Player and begin playing.

Embedded file
For the embedded example, create a link to a new file called audio_embedded.html.   Make this link open in a new window (see Challenge below…)


Design and create the file entitled audio_embedded.html (put your name in the page title), and embed the player controls on the page using the instructions from the class web site.  Be sure to size the Media Player controls properly to display all available options (stop, play, rewind, etc.).


Challenge:  Using a JavaScript behavior, see if you can get this new window to open up in a specific size (width & height) with no menu bar, tool bar, etc. (like the example from the class web site Activities page). Hint: use the Tag Inspector panel.
