	OBJECTIVE:
	
	Design, develop and implement (publish) a web site using Cascading Style Sheets to format all text.  You must include at least one example of the following:

· an external style sheet to which all pages of the site are attached
· at least one example of an internal (embedded) style sheet

· at least one example of an inline style

· at least one example of the use of a CSS class
· a minimum of 4 pages total

	1__ Choose a subject
2__ Brainstorm your subject and produce thumbnail sketches

3__ Storyboard your final thumbnail of choice

	5__ Create the following local folder structure in My Documents:

CSS–originals

CSS–yourlastname

6__ Gather and create your graphic content (saving to your CSS-originals folder)


Note:  To give your pages length you may use placeholder text as general body 



content, but you must use real page headings and subheadings.
7__ Prepare your graphics in Photoshop and compress them with Save for web… 

(and save to your images folder – remember, nothing larger than 35KB)
8__ In Dreamweaver, create a new site definition as follows:



Site Name:
CSS Site



Local folder:
My Documents\CSS-yourlastname

9__ Create a template for your main content pages
Keep your template very simple - DO NOT format text using the template; you will be controlling text formats using your external style sheet.

10__ Create your main pages using your template (from the Assets panel)
11__ Create an external style sheet to control all text formats on all pages in the site
12__ Attach all pages to your external style sheet

13__ Include an example of an internal style
14__ Include an example of an inline style (you’ll have to hand-code this)

15__ Check all of your pages using the Project Checklist document (see class web)
