Flash Final
OBJECTIVE
Create a Flash movie that demonstrates your ability to apply all of the Flash skills you have learned this past semester (see list below).
Criteria
Your movie (.swf file) must include the following minimum elements:

· 4  traditional buttons (suggested: Home, Interests, Portfolio and Contact)
· 1  “invisible” button to an external web address
· At least one example of each of the following:

· cell animation

· motion tween

· motion guide

· shape tween

· mask

· movie clip

· stage size no larger than 720 x 400 pixels 
(this will accommodate an 800 x 600 pixel screen resolution)
Suggestion:  Think of this movie as a “web site” and design the interface and navigation as you would an HTML site.
Note:
Your focus should be on visual elements and animation, and not body text; therefore, text content should be minimal and may be entirely fictional.
DIRECTIONS
__1)
Pick a theme/subject and color scheme for your movie (think “web site”).  Keep it simple.  Consider navigation design – where will you place your buttons?
__2)
Draw some thumbnail sketches and develop a storyboard
__3)
Create a new folder in My Documents called:   Flash Final
Use this folder for everything related to this project – 

create subfolders as necessary – organize your work!
__4) 
Gather/create your graphic content.  If necessary, use Photoshop to create and/or prepare (compress) your graphics before importing them into Flash
__5)
Create a new Flash file and save it as FF-yourfirstname
__6)
Create and name your layers.
Here’s a suggested set of layers to get you started:

and… extend your timeline out a bit on all layers to give yourself room to work!

Create your buttons
__8)
Create your movie clips and other animations
__9)
Assemble all the elements on stage according to your design

Reminder:
Always check your location on the timeline before placing anything on the stage (i.e. be sure you are on the correct layer and frame!)

Be sure to save your file on a regular basis and check your progress by previewing your movie in the Flash Player (Ctrl + Enter).
__10)
Deliver your movie – Place a copy of your final  .swf   file into the shared folder.


Your file name should look like this:  FF-yourfirstname.swf
